Friday Evening Bridge

We are going to give the Friday Evening game one more year to become a success, or we are
going to drop Friday Evening Bridge in 2007. We will be trying a series of new programs
targeted at boosting attendance and making Friday evening a viable game.

Something that is being considered to give the Friday Evening game a boost is the formation of
aBridge League. The basic format would be a series of team games, consisting of 24 board
matches. We would play on Friday evenings using around robin format. To allow for absences,
teams would consist of from 4 to 6 players to ateam and occasional substitutions would be
allowed. Masterpoints would be earned for each win and overall awards would be given at the
conclusion of the series. Overall awards would be based on Victory Points accumulated over the
series. From what we understand, masterpoints from a team game are considerably higher than
normal pairs games.

To even out the playing field, we will flight the series, handicap it or do something to give
everyone a chance. This program is still in the early devel opment stage and most likely changes
will be made to the format, rules, etc. We will keep everyone informed as we move forward with
this program. If thereis sufficient interest in the Bridge League we will most likely start in
January 2006.

Rules of the Game
Several months ago we announced that in each issue of the newsletter we would review one of the rules of
Duplicate Bridge to help players better understand the rules of the game. In the September newsletter we
discussed detaching a card from your hand before it is your turn to play is aviolation of the rules. In July,
we reviewed the proper procedure for making Claims, in May there was a review of proper Dummy Play.
In thisissue, the subject is the use of the Stop Card. The Stop Card isintended to slow down your left hand
opponent in order to eliminate them giving any unauthorized information to their partner. For example: a
pause could mean they may have a bid to make, but they are uncertain about what bid to make, while a
quick pass would mean “partner, | have nothing”.

If you and your partner decide to use the Stop card, you must be consistent and use it anytime you or your
partner make ajump bid during the auction. If one of your opponent’ s uses the Stop Card, you are required
to wait 10 seconds before making a call. During thistime, you are supposed to be thinking about what call
to make. Once 10 seconds has elapsed you may make any call you wish. Y ou do not have to wait for your
opponent to pick up the Stop Card.

According to arecent article in the Bridge Bulletin, waiting 10 seconds s required any time the opponent’s
make a skip bid of any kind, even if they do not use the Stop Card.

Series Events— We are planning to expand the series events for 2006. Our current thinking is described
below for your review and comment.
- Bellson Series—would continue in the early fall season with the following changes. Scores for

both Tuesday and Thursday games would be included. Y our top 10 scores would be included.
Y ou cannot play with the same partner more than 4 times. All other rules remain the same.
Club Championship Series— This seriesis dedicated to the memory of all local area duplicate
bridge players. The seriesincludes all Club Championship Games, Unit Split Championship
Games, International Fund Games, ACBL-Wide Charity Fund Championship Games and I nstant
Matchpoint Games. Open games only. To be eligible you must play in at least half of these
events. All games count in the scoring. Y ou must play with a minimum of three partners over the
course of the series. Directors or other players playing with a non-scheduled partner may elect to
have their scores excluded at the conclusion of the game. The winner receives two free game
certificates and gets their name engraved on a plagque that will be displayed at the Bridge Center.
Spring NLM Series— The Spring Seriesinvolves Non Life Masters only. The series only
includesthe NLM games at the Bridge Center. (Wednesday evening & Friday afternoon) Scoring
will be based on the average score over a 2-month period, April & May. You must play a
minimum of 6 timesto be eligible. If you play more than 6 times, only your top 6 scores will
count. To encourage players to play with other partners a bonus of .125% will be added to your
score for each partner that you play with during the series. A NLM is defined as anyone not
reaching Life Master status. Additionally, those that are not Life Masters, but have accumulated
more than 500 MPs at the start of the series are not eligible. The winner receives two free game
certificates and gets their name engraved on a plaque to be displayed at the Bridge Center. The
top 4 players receive bonus masterpoints at the conclusion of the series.
